DAY OF PRAYER FOR THE LEGAL
PROTECTION OF UNBORN CHILDREN
JANUARY 22, 2024

The General Instruction of the Roman Missal (GIRM), no.
373, designates Jan. 22 as a particular day of prayer and
penance, called the "Day of Prayer for the Legal Protection
of Unborn Children." In all the Dioceses of the United
States of America, Jan. 22 (or Jan. 23, when Jan. 22 falls on
a Sunday) shall be observed as a particular day of prayer for
the full restoration of the legal guarantee of the right to life
and of penance for violations to the dignity of the human
person committed through acts of abortion.

Please note that since January 1st falls on Monday this
coming year (2024), it is NOT a Holy Day of Obligation,
though it retains its liturgical rank as a Solemnity. While the
faithful are not obligated to attend Mass on this day, you
are still strongly encouraged to attend Holy Mass to
celebrate this Mystery of our Faith.
